Arabic Department
Courses Description
101100                     Arabic Language 1             (3 credit  hours)

This course highlights some Arabic dictation and punctuation rules, as well as other rules governing number cases and writing Hamza (ء) in the Arabic sentence. It also acquaints the students  with the Arabic word order by presenting the sentence patterns, parts and rules. The course also highlights the sentence complements through studying the types and rules of  how  to use the object and adverbs. 

101102              Arabic Language 2                       (3 credit  hours)
This course includes the study of some literary texts (poetry, prose) to be aware of advanced language styles such as interrogative, negative, conditional, exclamatory sentences and interjection and foregrounding in order to improve students' skills in dealing with different texts and using them depending on Arabic language styles .

101102            Literature in Jordan                      (3 credit  hours)   
This course reviews literary genres in modern Jordan. It studies the progress made in and the factors of developing such genres as well as presenting the main men of letters in Jordan.

101103          Writing and Expression Skills          (3 credit  hours)
This course includes an introduction to writing skills and its prerequisites. It focuses on understanding Arabic sentence as to its contents, types and linguistic and stylistic sides. The course concentrates on functional expressions and their forms by studying the theoretical principles and application on some text samples.

101104               Arabic Poetic Texts               (3 credit  hours)
This course includes selected poetic texts of various eras, dealing with these texts by analyzing their main ideas and artistic tools used. to convey the message.

101105            Civilization and Thought            (3 credit  hours)
This course studies and reviews the thought and civilizations that came prior to the advent of Islam, including the Roman, Persian and Pre-Islamic civilizations with much attention given to the Islamic civilization and thought. A comparative approach is used in this course. 

101106     Communication skills in Arabic (1)    (3 credit  hours)    
This course concentrates on the basic skills in Arabic as to reading, understanding, comprehension, summarization and correct writing. A special attention is given to writing the final letters in the Arabic words, particularly with regard to the letters (ء، ا، ت، ٌ  ). The Arabic sentence order, number cases, and complements are investigated in this course.

101205       Arabic Library and Dictionaries       (3 credit  hours)
This course includes an introduction to the development of Arabic writing movement, its beginning and variety, in addition to an overview to the main Arabic books considered as main resources in Arabic library. It also acquaints students with the rise of Arabic lexicography and different types of dictionaries. 
101214                Pre-Islamic Poetry                  (3 credit  hours)
This course includes the study of poetry samples representing Pre-Islamic era and its characteristics in search to its origin, importance, and its depiction of the Arabic style of living in this period (code of thinking, social life, and religion).

101215    Early Islamic and Umayyad Poetry       (3 credit  hours) 
It includes the study of poetry during Umayyad reign, its attitudes and environment. Poems are selected to represent different poets and poetic characteristics in this era.

101216                 Love Poetry (Udri Ghazal)        (3 credit  hours)
This course deals with the love poetry (Udri Ghazal), its beginning, environment and content. Poems are selected to represent main poets and poetic characteristics in this kind of poetry.

101217  A Poet from Pre-Islamic or Islamic Era      (3 credit  hours) 
This course deals with a poet chosen form the Pre-Islamic or Islamic era. Samples of poetry are examined through artistically analyzing the chosen poet's poems. The style and contents of the poems are highlighted.   

101228              Ancient Arabic Prose                (3 credit  hours)
This course includes the characteristics of Arabic prose since Pre-Islamic era to the 5th A.H.century; the texts to be studied represent styles of prose and its stages of development according to the cultural and intellectual changes.

101242          Syntax (1) (Sentence Structure)         (3 credit  hours)
This course includes the study of grammatical concepts such as (lexis, parsing, structure) , nominative cases and its examples in Arabic sentences to elevate the students' skills referring to the main sources of grammar in Arabic language.

101243                  Morphology (1)                     (3 credit  hours)
This course studies the structure of words, their changes by derivations, appendixes, deletions, and other related issues .

101253 Fundamentals of Expression and Functional Grammar  (3 credit  hours)
This course is devoted for the students of Islamic Law (Shari'a). It concentrates on the patterns of Arabic sentence structure, with a special focus on the rules of each pattern.  The implications and uses of each pattern is highlighted; the changes that these pattern undergo in negative and interrogative sentences are also investigated. The students are given samples of texts to practice how to identify the textual differences and how to command using these sentence patterns in writing.      

101256               Prosody &Poetic Rhythm        (3 credit  hours)
This course includes the study of Arabic prosody and metrics, studying different poetic prosody, intonations, rhyme schemes and their application in Arabic poetry (with special emphasis on the practical aspect).

101257                    Linguistics                          (3 credit  hours)     
This course studies General linguistics branches and terminologies and relating them to the main Arabic linguistic theories with regard to the ideas and principles pursued to study Arabic.

101270            Pre-Islamic Literary Issues           (3 credit  hours)
This course studies the main issues related to the Pre-Islamic poetry (the depiction of poetry to the Arab life in this period, priorities, dialects, etc...).

101318                         Abbassid Poetry (1)         (3 credit  hours)
This course studies Abbassid poetry up to 232 A.H within radical changes in culture and society. It also studies the urban experience and the attempt to violate the heritage of linguistic and intellectual dimensions. The study tilts to introduce the main phenomena in Abbassid poetry and its characteristics, ornamentation, connotations, and images by analytical study.

101319                Abbassid Poetry (2)                (3 credit  hours)
This course studies poetry from 232-656 A.H., recording various movements appeared in this period, the poetic images of famous poets in this time; particularly Ibn al-Romi's image, al-Maari's philosophy, al-Mutanabbi's wisdom and Abu Firas's Romiat. It also studies the variety of poetic schools upon the decadence of Abassid reign and the poetry status at the end of this period.

101329               Maqamat                                  (3 credit  hours)   

This course acquaints the students with the basics of this kind of artistic prose, which came into being after the rules of artistic writing were well established. The prominent writers of Maqamat are al-Hamathani and al-Hariri. This course shows the influence of this type of writing on later periods.   

101344              Morphology (2)                          (3 credit  hours)
This course studies changes in the Arabic word structure from a phonetic and phonological viewpoint. It tackles some phonological phenomena such as replacement, assimilation and others.    

101345                          Syntax (2)                 (3 credit  hours)
This course includes a study of various grammatical issues in Arabic linguistics such as auxiliary elements of the Arabic sentence such as case, number cases, exception, temptation, praising, warning, exclamation etc…)
101346                    Syntax (3)                  (3 credit  hours)
This course deals with the philosophy of the agent in syntax. It also sheds light on some controversial issues in syntax such as oath, demand, condition, etc.
101358                      Linguistics (2)               (3 credit  hours)
This course deals with the recent linguistic schools and modern approaches to study the structure of the Arabic sentence. It also describes language sounds in their phonetic description as well as different views regarding Arabic sounds past and present.

101359           Semitic or Oriental Language     (3 credit  hours) 
In this course, the student studies a Semitic or Oriental Language, its origin, history, and the study of sharing characteristics of this language with one of its adjacent language by comparing and contrasting linguistic features between the two languages.

101360           History of Semitic languages            (3 credit  hours)
This course studies the Semitic languages family, its history, distinctive features, major languages, and reasons behind their spread and extinction. A special emphasis is given to the history of Arabic in different regions and eras.    

101362    Arabic Rhetoric Past and Present       (3 credit  hours)
This course acquaints students with the general concepts of rhetoric and its various branches including tropes and schemes by reviewing samples of texts with the aim to connect rhetoric concepts with modern critical schools.  
101371                 Ancient Criticism                  (3 credit  hours)
This course includes a study of environments contributed in creating ancient literary criticism among linguists, philosophers, and writers. The selection of sample texts represents these environments and ancient schools of criticism.

101372     Issues in Ancient Criticism                       (3 credit  hours)    
This course includes a study of ancient literary criticism issues such as the role of poetry, its performance, rhymes, prosody, and images. It also views the difference between history, philosophy and poetry.

101406        Methods of Literary Research          (3 credit  hours)
This course is based on two aspect; theoretical and practical, the former deals with literary research, its nature, methods, origin and sources while the latter employs the theoretical aspect in writing short papers and reports in various literary fields. 
101420          Moroccan and Andalusia Poetry         (3 credit  hours)
This course deals with poetry in Moroccan and Andalusia, and the factors influencing its environment. It sheds light on the various purposes of this kind of poetry; nature, love, etc.. It also studies the major poets such as Ibn Zaidon, Ibn Khafajah, and others. 
101421     A Poet from Abbassid Era or Andalusia     (3 credit  hours)
This course introduces a poet from the Abbasid era or from Andalusia, by studying his life, period, culture, and poetry. The language, images, imagination and music are focused on to appreciate the poet's works.

101422              Modern Poetry (1)                     (3 credit  hours)
This course deals with he stages of development of Arabic poetry from the Renaissance and factors of rise and progress over this period of time. It also studies the impact of western culture on the development of poetry and shows some artistic trends of that impact.

101423                  Modern Poetry (2)                (3 credit  hours)
This course deals with the expatriates' poetry (Mahjar) by looking through some poetic sample of some prominent poets from the North and South. It also shows the main characteristics of this poetry and its implications on the development of poetry in this stage. It studies Apollo Group of romantic poetry. It also studies the contribution of pioneer poets such as al-Sayyab and Nazek al-Malaeka.

101424                Modern Poet                            (3 credit  hours)
The Head of the department, in cooperation with lecturers specialized in modern poetry, would choose  a modern poet who has significant contribution to modern Arabic poetry. Samples of poet's poems would be analyzed and discussed.
101426                Special Topic in Poetry               (3 credit  hours)  
The Head of the department, in cooperation with lecturers specialized in modern poetry, would choose a topic, a case or a trend concerning ancient or  modern poetry. The discussion would be a good chance for a deep study and analytical practice in the light of modern critical trends.

101427           Structure of Arabic Qassida            (3 credit  hours)
This course deals with the structure of Arabic qassida from its early stage and the changes it underwent over time, highlighting its structure during each stage of development. The deep impact of modern poetry on the structure of qassida will be focused on.

101431             Modern Arabic Prose (1)                  (3 credit  hours)
This course reviews the rise and development of prosaic art up to the beginning of the World War II. It studies essay, novel, short story and drama with emphasis on the artistic features of the first two genres.   

101432           Modern Arabic Prose (2)                   (3 credit  hours)
This course includes the development of modern prose (novel, story and drama) in the Arab World after the World War II.
101447     Syntax (4)  (Grammatical Particles)          (3 credit  hours)
This course includes a study of various grammatical tools and articles, its origins, main features, functions, views of grammarians, and its applicable examples.
101448         Syntax (5) (Functional Grammar)           (3 credit  hours)
This course includes a study of Arabic parsing techniques and application. It is an attempt to better apply, understand, and evaluate parsing issues so that students become able to parse and use texts correctly .
101450                   Schools of Syntax                      (3 credit  hours)
This course includes a study of different schools of grammar, highlighting their reasons of emergence and characteristics by comparing and contrasting their main features.

101452     A special Reference in Syntax or Morphology   (3 credit  hours)
This course includes a study of a topic or more in syntax or morphology depending on one of the well-known references or resources in language and syntax or morphology such as al-Mubarid's al-Kamil (All Comprehensive), Ibn Jinni's al-Khasaes (The Characteristics), Sibawayh's al-Kitaab (The Book) and al-Farra's Meanings of Quran. It also reviews the most frequent topics in linguistic appliance and undiscussed issues in the previous courses.
101461                            Semantics                        (3 credit  hours)
This course deals, in detail, with the different concepts of meanings, relations, stages of development and trends. It also studies the relation between semantics and semiotics. 

101464           A Special Topic in Language             (3 credit  hours)
The Head of the Department, in consultation with the tutor in charge, chooses a new or major linguistic topic for discussion in a way that gives the student a chance to look into and analyze this topic. 
101465         A special Reference in Language            (3 credit  hours)
This course includes a study of one of the well-known references or resources in language such as al-Mubarid's al-Kamil (All Comprehensive), Ibn Jinni's al-Khasaes (The Characteristics), Sibawayh's al-Kitaab (The Book) and al-Farra's Meanings of Quran reviewing the most frequent topics in linguistic appliance and undiscussed issues in the previous courses.

101473                Modern Criticism                   (3 credit  hours)
This course includes a study of criticism theory development in Coleridge Theory, New Critic School in Britain and America, main contemporary critic theories such as: structuralism, linguistic, and psychological schools.

101474               Comparative Literature           (3 credit  hours)
It includes the study of comparative literature as a concept, its beginnings, its French and American schools, modern critical studies, its pioneers, and some applicable literary texts.

101476     A Case Study or Approach in Criticism or Comparative Literature                            (3 credit  hours)
The Head of the Department, in consultation with the tutor in charge, chooses a case study or an approach of criticism or comparative literature for application. It is an attempt to enable the students to use the analytical study on this case or approach.

101486          A Special Topic in Criticism          (3 credit  hours)
It includes a study of a literary criticism topic to enable the students to applicably studying practical literary analysis in light of different theories of criticism.

101486        Literature of Successive Ages           (3 credit  hours)
This course emphasizes the influence of the Crusade Wars on Arab Literature especially in Syria and Egypt during the 6th and 7th centuries by studying literary works of the major authors in this period, such as Ibn al-Qaisarani, Osamah Bin Monqith, Ibn al-Nabih, Ibn Sana al-Molk, al-Imad al-Isfahani, al-Qadhi al-Fadel, and Abi hamah al-Maqdesi..
